NOTE:  Minn. Stat. § 123B.92, subd. 1 (a) (1) (iii), provides that a Type III school bus must be used the majority of  time for pupil 
 transportation.  The majority of time would be more than 50 percent of the annual mileage incurred in the vehicle. 
 
 
 
                
 

 
TYPE III: Type III school buses are restricted to passenger cars, station wagons, vans, and 
buses having a maximum manufacturer’s rated seating capacity of ten or fewer people, 
including the driver, and a gross vehicle weight rating of 10,000 pounds or less.  A “type III 
school bus” must not be outwardly equipped and identified as a type A, B, C, or D school 
bus.  A van or bus converted to a seating capacity of ten or fewer and placed in service on or 
after August 1, 1999, must have been originally manufactured to comply with the passenger 
safety standards.  See Minn. Stat. 169.454 for age and equipment requirements.
