The Nominations Committee is accepting written nominations for two Directors to serve on the MASBO Board of Directors. Typically there is just one position open each year, but with the retirement of one of the current Directors, an additional position is open.  The usual term of office is three years, at which time the person may elect to serve an additional 4 years on the executive committee of the Board (Vice-President, President-Elect, President and Past-President).

MASBO Director Nomination Criteria
The MASBO nomination process does not constitute an election. The MASBO nomination process is a search for “the best person for the job” to represent the organization as a whole. Active members may make nominations of either themselves or other active members. The following criteria for nomination are not absolute, but will serve as the guidelines for the Nominating Committee:

1. Recognized professional leadership in the field. 
2. Four years in an active membership classification in MASBO. 
3. Previous service to the organization on committees, program presentations, etc.

4. Willingness and commitment to devote the time and talents required by service on the Board. 
5. Approval of the nominee’s school district to the commitment of such time and talents. 
6. Professional interest as expressed by membership in MASBO/ASBO. 
7. Would be the only active member serving on the Board from a given school district. 
MASBO Director Responsibilities
Serving on the MASBO board requires a commitment of time.  Board meetings are held on a regular basis and board members might also be appointed to represent MASBO on the boards of other organizations, such as the Alliance for Student Achievement and MSDLAF.  In addition, ad hoc committees of the board are periodically formed to address specific issues.  Board members also perform such duties as overseeing the education components of the fall, winter and spring conferences.
