NOT YOUR ORDINARY JOE

Joe Piscatella knows more than a little about commitment, focus and defying the

odds. At age 32, a successful businessman with a young family, Joe underwent
coronary bypass surgery. The prognosis was not good with doctors predicting he would
not live to be 40. But Joe's philosophy was that “you can’t change the cards you were
dealt, but you can change the way you play them.” And he did. How has his healthy
living program worked? He has now celebrated his 30th anniversary of that surgery and
has experienced heart disease reversal.

Today the effectiveness and practicality of his advice is recognized nationally. He is

a frequent guest on The Today Show, CNN, Good Morning America and Fox News.
He has hosted three PBS television specials on lifestyle and health. He is the only
non-medical member of the National Institute of Health Expert Panel on Cardiac
Rehabilitation. And his advice is not just theoretical. His 12-week community weight-
loss initiative in Holland, Michigan, resulted in 650 people losing 4200 pounds.

TAKE A LOAD OFF YOUR HEART
Successful strategies for managing everyday stress

THE SITUATION

The modern era of high-speed living and significant societal shifts has contributed to the dramatic increase in the
intensity and frequency of chronic stress. If there is a common element to life today in the United States, it is that we
are a hurried, harried and “stressed-out” society. Under pressure from family and job commitments, we're working
extended hours and on weekends, multi-tasking many responsibilities at once, driving children to organized activities,
shopping for groceries or doing the laundry at 9:00 PM, commuting longer distances (while using a cell phone so that
no time is wasted!) and answering late-night e-mails.
